RULES AND REGULATION OF EASTLAWN MEMORIAL PARK, EARLY TEXAS, HERE AFTER CALLED “ CORPORATION” WHICH SHALL GOVERN EASTLAWN MEMORIAL, A PERPETUAL CARE BURIAL PARK, HEREINFATER CALLED “PARK”. THESE RULES AND REGULATIONS MAY BE AMENDED OR ADDED TO AT ANY TIME BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE CORPORATION.

CONDITIONS AND RESTRICTIONS
1.  NO SCATTERING OF ASHES ANYWHERE IN THE PARK. Each and every lot in the Park shall be used solely for the purpose of the burial or inurnment of members of the human race, and no lot shall be used for any other purpose.

2.  The corporation shall have the right at all times to enter upon any lot in the Park for the                                        purpose of maintaining, cleaning and policing the same. (and removing unauthorized objects)
3.  No work of any character shall be done on any lot except by the Corporation or person authorized in its behalf, and no lawns, trees, shrubbery, structures, improvements, enclosures, or excavations shall be put, placed, or dug upon any lot except by the Corporation.

4.  No charge shall be made by the corporation for work done by it in caring for, maintaining, or repairing any of the lawns, lots, graves, shrubbery, trees, drains, enclosures, improvements, and structures upon any lot, where such is required because of the elements or ordinary wear and tear.  This shall not, however, include the repair or replacement of any marker placed on any grave, or the cost of any interment or disinterment of any body, nor any special or unusual work.

5.  No trees, shrubbery, or plants shall be placed upon or removed from any lot, or pruned, except by the Corporation which shall have the right to plant, transplant, remove, or prune trees, shrubbery and plants on said lots.  All trees and shrubs growing in the Park are the property of the Corporation and not of the lot owners, and whenever a tree or shrub becomes objectionable, for any cause whatever, the Corporation reserves the right to remove said tree or shrub at its discretion, and no lot owner shall have the right to object thereto.

6.  No improvements shall be made or monument, effigy, or structure erected and no object or inscription shall be used or placed in or upon any lot without the consent of the Corporation.

7. No flowers or other ornaments or objects shall be kept upon any lot after the same shall have become withered, soiled, or unsightly, and in case of the failure of the owner of any lot to remove any such flowers or other unsightly objects, the Corporation shall have the right to remove the same.

8.  No baskets, glass, crockery, wire, metal or other kind of receptacle for flowers, except such as are sunk below the surface of the lawn of the grave or lot, shall be permitted upon any grave or lot, and all such as are not sunk below the surface of the lawn of such grave or lot may be removed by the Corporation.

9.  No fence, coping , hedge, iron trellis, post chain, railing step, boxing, border, basket, shells, toys, wire arches, watering post, crockery, glassware or other objects, advertisement in any form, or vehicle of any form, glass case, covering box containing wreath, or enclosure of any kind, shall be put on places upon any lot.
10.  All persons visiting any lot shall respect the solemnity of the Park and no loud noises or disorderly conduct shall be permitted upon any roadway, walk, park or parkway, or any portion of the Park.

11.  The grade of all lots, lawns and avenues as established or changed from time to time by the Corporation and all improvements put or placed upon any lot shall not be altered or changed except by the Corporation.

12.  No firearms or intoxicating liquors shall at any time be brought on any lot or any portion of the Park; provided however, those firearms may be used and discharged in case of a military funeral or a regularly appointed Memorial Day, or other patriotic service.

13,  The roads and walks are the property of the Corporation and are to be used as a means of ingress and egress in and to the lots, and visitors and lot owners are to use no other means of ingress or egress.

14.  No work shall be done upon any lot except by the regular employees of the Corporation.

15.  All lots are sold subject to ordinary perpetual care, and all work on them will be done by employees of the Corporation under the direction of the Superintendent, except when permission is otherwise granted.

16.  The Superintendent shall have full charge of the park, and shall be authorized to enforce these rules and maintain order and to supervise all workmen, visitors and drivers of vehicles, to expel from the grounds any improper person or those who violate the rules, to refuse admission to any person, or of any material, when he may deem such action necessary and advisable to promote the best interests of the Park.
17.  It shall be the right of the Corporation from time to time to alter avenues and walks and to make rules and regulations for the government of the Park as it may deem requisite and proper to secure and promote the general objects and the best interests of the Park and it patrons.

18.  Children will not be permitted unless accompanied by proper persons to care for them; they will not be allowed to run over lots or graves.

19.  Strict observance of all the properties of the Park will be enforced, whether embraced within these rules and regulations or not, and impropriety will be not permitted in the Park.
INTERMENTS

1.  NO SCATTERING OF ASHES ANYWHERE IN THE PARK. Only one interment will be permitted in a grave, except in the case of mother and infant or two small children.  No interments will be permitted without the consent of the owner. Exception: The Park will allow a second right of interment to be purchased; with one traditional interment & one inurnment, or 2 inurnments (cremains).

 Eastlawn will allow up to 3 cremains or 2 cremains and 1 traditional interment in one plot/space. The additional interment(s) must be deeded and purchased. The Park DOES NOT stack caskets.
2. When instructions for opening a grave are indefinite, or for any reason the grave cannot be opened in the location specified, the Superintendent may order it opened at such location in the lot as may seem best under the circumstances.  The Corporation will not be responsible for any mistakes occurring in orders for the opening of a grave or similar work, unless made in writing over the signature of the lot owner.

3.  When a lot is held jointly by two or more persons, an order will be accepted from either, or any of them, for interment of a member of the immediate family, in the part of the lot designated in the deed, as belonging to the same, or in the absence of such designation in the deed, in such part of the lot as they may request unless objections are made before interment by a majority interested.

4.  Eastlawn has no outer container requirement. The burial services in the Park will be uniform, quiet, and dignified.  The Park recommends the use of a commodious canopy, with curtains to shield against the wind and weather and the use of chairs for the family.  
5.  All graves are flush with the grade of the lot. Every lot, every grave and every niche receives care for all time to come.  This is insured by the income of the Perpetual Care Trust Fund.
TRANSFER OF LOTS

1.  Lots shall be sold or transferred at the Corporation Office on forms furnished by the Corporation.  A lot owner is expressly prohibited from selling or transferring his lot or any part thereof, without first obtaining written permission from the Corporation.

2.  After the death of the owner, the Corporation will recognize the right of the surviving spouse or next of kin insofar as it is able to ascertain who such parties are; but, it shall not be responsible for errors committed unless it is promptly notified of the death of the owner and given a certificate indicating the next of kin.

3.  The surviving spouse shall have the first right to interment.  The original purchaser may at any time designate interment space to his immediate family and specify who may be buried on his lot, which may be recorded on the books of the Corporation.

4.  In Case the original purchaser does not make such designation during his lifetime, or in his will, the heirs of such purchaser may, by an agreement in writing, duly signed by all of them, determine who among them shall have the right of burial upon said lot, provided such arrangement does not conflict with the interment rules of the Corporation as to persons who may be interred. In the event the purchaser or his heirs shall not have arranged for such future interments, then direct lineal descendants of such purchaser shall, in the order of their deaths, be entitled to interment thereon, until the lot shall be fully occupied.  In such case, if there are not lineal descendants, then the nearest kin of the purchaser shall have the right of interment on the lot in the order of their deaths until said lot is occupied.

DISINTERMENTS OR REMOVALS

1.  No interment or disinterment shall be made upon any lot except by the Corporation, and no interment or disinterment shall be made without the consent of the lot owner.

2. Remains removed from other cities or cemeteries must by accompanied by the proper papers as prescribed by law.

3. No disinterment or removal of a body from a lot will be allowed without the written consent of the surviving husband or wife or next of kin to the person whose body is to be disinterred or removed, and a written permit or order for the same from the owner of the lot or his lawful representative must be furnished as well as the proper papers as prescribed by law.  Also, the deed to the burial must by presented.

4.  The Corporation will exercise the utmost care in making a removal, but assumes no liability for damage to any burial case in making the removal.

5. Visitors to the park, who are not members of a funeral procession, are not to intrude upon a funeral or to loiter about an open grave.  Vehicles shall not pass a funeral procession; nor shall a funeral be closely followed or joined by persons who are strangers.

TREE’S AND BENCHES

The corporation reserves the right to authorize or deny tree planting or bench setting as it deems acceptable, and hence falls under the ownership of Eastlawn. A setting fee will be required for any such allowance.

PENALTY

The Corporation hereby prescribes a penalty of: TWO HUNDRED ($200.00) DOLLARS FOR THE VIOLATION OF ANY OF THE FORGOING RULES AND REGULATIONS, and in the case of a continuous violation, each day that such violation occurs shall be considered a separate violation.

MARKERS AND MEMORIALS
Will all be set in an orderly fashion as already established throughout the Park; 
Markers and Memorials will be uniform in location and direction on spaces and niches.

All monument installations shall be made by the cemetery/Park personnel. Before any installation or unloading is made, an application must have been made and approved, all fees/charges paid. These rules preserve uniformity and quality of markers and monuments throughout the Park. Setting practices will be according to rules set forth by the Texas Administrative Code and the Texas Health & Safety Code.
Eastlawn Memorial Park must set your flat marker before the 15th day or your upright maker before the 25th day after you have inspected and accepted the marker, and you have paid in full all charges for the monument and interment spaces, including perpetual care and any setting fees. If Eastlawn is unable to set your marker by the aforementioned deadline, you will be notified in writing within 5 days and informed of the reason for the delay. You will also be informed of the date Eastlawn expects to be able to set your marker.



Any deliveries are to be made Monday through- Friday from 9:00 am to 4:00pm.

BRONZE ON GRANITE MARKERS
· Only bronze on granite markers will be allowed in Good Shepherd, Last Supper, Devotion, Veterans and Love.
· There will be a setting fee of forty -five ($0.45) per square inch of granite base on all markers not purchased from Eastlawn Memorial Park & must be approved in writing.
· All markers must be set flush with the level of the grave and be of such size and design as approved by the Corporation.  All markers are to be set on a 3-4 inch granite foundation.
All Final dates on uprights as well as flat markers at Eastlawn will be ordered thru the office. 
UPRIGHT MONUMENTS  IN THE GARDEN OF MEMORIES and MEMORIES SEC. B
The following specifications apply to upright markers.

· Granite or Marble only ( no artificial stone)

· It is suggested that vases have drain holes

· No slant markers

Sixty-five (0 .65) cents per square inch of the base die
Any marker consisting of three (3) or more pieces, add $25.00 per additional piece.
Markers with very large bases or tall dies, as well as monuments with 4 or more pieces will be priced at the time of application, and subject to approval/denial for safety.
